Dear Parents, 

 

To support the learning of our project, We Shall Never Surrender, I would like to take the class to experience 

the sights, smells and sounds of World War II at Eden Camp Museum, North Yorkshire, on Thursday 13th 

February. This will be a fantastic experience for the children as the museum has so much to offer. 

 

To make full use of the day, we will need to leave school promptly at 8:00am (children will be allowed into 

school from 7:45am) and we will return to school a little later than usual – approximately 4:00pm. Every 

child will need a packed lunch on this day, plenty to drink and warm clothing. Whilst they will need to wear 

their school jumper, they may wear something more comfortable on their lower bodies. 

 

Please note that, if your child usually has a hot school meal, you can request a packed lunch as an alternative 

by calling The Farm Kitchen on 01529 460821. This will be delivered to school the day before. 

 

Children may wish to bring some money to spend in the gift shop: they can bring up to £5.00 cash in a clearly 

labelled envelope. If your child requires travel sickness medicine, please ensure that this is also brought into 

school in a clearly labelled envelope with the approximate time that is should be administered. 

 

The cost of the visit has been subsidised by the school and therefore we are asking for a donation of £15 per 

child, to be paid via ParentPay. Visits are organised to support children’s learning and so we would really 

appreciate your support. Although contributions are voluntary, if we do not receive sufficient funding, the 

visit will unfortunately have to be cancelled. Governors have agreed that any pupil eligible for Pupil Premium 

will not need to contribute and the school will pay the contribution on their behalf.
