Dear Parents and Carers,  

  

On Friday 27th March 2026, I would like to take Year 4 to visit The Lincolnshire Farm School at South Ormsby. 

The day will be a great experience for the children and will support learning in geography, where we are 

answering the question “Where does our food come from?”. During the visit the children will have a full tour 

of The Farm School which includes meeting the animals, a walk to see the local crops growing whilst spotting 

the local wildlife, and there will also be a variety of practical activities for the children to take part in which 

demonstrate how food is produced. 

The total cost of this visit is £20.00 per child. FROGs and school have kindly helped contribute to bring the 

cost of the trip down. Payment on ParentPay acts as consent for your child to go on this visit. Trips are 

organised to support children’s learning and so we would really appreciate your support. We know times are 

financially difficult for our families. If you would like help with the cost of this trip, please do get in touch 

with us. The last day for payments will be on Friday 20th March 2026. 

We will be leaving school at 9:15am and will return to Grimoldby ready for home time at 3.15pm. Please 

collect the children as normal.  

Children don’t need to wear school uniform and instead should wear clothing they don’t mind getting dirty 

as this is a working farm. Appropriate footwear such as wellies is also recommended. Children will be outside 

for the day so please make sure they are wearing enough layers to keep warm. Please also make sure your 

child has a packed lunch and drink to take with them. You can order your child a packed lunch through The 

Farm Kitchen. To order a lunch, you will need to ring The Farm Kitchen (01529 460821) and this will be 

delivered to school the day before and stored in our fridge in the hall.
