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IMPLEMENTATION...

Over the summer 2021, we had our library completely redesigned and
fitted. We were then able to stock it with hundreds of books suitable
for children aged 3 to 11. Our school council helped us to buy more
non-fiction books for KS2 that were requested by the children.

Since September 2021, we have implemented and achieved:

e Changing books in KS1 to shared RfP books, alongside the
fully decodable books.

e Teachers reading their class books to children every day.

e Daily poems read to children.
