Dear Parents and Carers, 

On Thursday 27th November 2025, Year 2 will be visiting the Hull Streetlife Museum to take part in a 

workshop all about the aviator, Amy Johnson. There will also be time to have a look at other areas of the 

museum to compliment our history learning. The visit will enhance their understanding of our local history 

and why Amy Johnson is remembered as a historical figure.   

Please ensure your child is at school for 8:15am as we will be leaving school promptly at 8:30am and aim to 

be back by 3:10pm.   

The cost of the trip will be £18.00 per child, payable via ParentPay. We have been able to reduce the cost of 

this thanks to fundraising by FRoGS.
