Maths

White Rose Nursery Scheme- Subitising amounts to 3, comparing and sorting
objects, continuing a pattern and arranging shapes.

e Fast recognition of up to 3 objects, without having to count them individually
(‘subitising’).

e Make comparisons between objects, relating to size and length.

e Talk about 3D and 2D shapes using mathematical language ‘flat’ ‘round’.

e Combine shapes to make new ones e.g. a bigger triangle.

e Continue to extend and create ABAB patterns — stick, leaf, stick, leaf. Correct an
error in a pattern.

Physical Development
PE- Games

e Continue to develop their movement, riding (trikes and bikes) and ball
skills and use large-muscle movements to paint and make marks.

e Start taking part in group activities such as team games.

e Choose the right resources to carry out their plan e.g. building/physical
games.

e Make healthy choices about food, drink and toothbrushing linked to
class book.

Expressive Arts and Design

e Listen with increased attention to sounds.

e Create own song or improvise with one they already know.

e Tap out simple rhythms.

e Begin to explore colour mixing.
