Year 6 Residential Visit 

Dear Parents and Carers, 

The Visit 

This letter is to gauge interest in a proposed residential visit to PGL Caythorpe Court near Grantham, Wednesday 15th – 

Friday 17th October 2025. PGL is always an amazing experience for children that teaches them new skills and provides 

them with the opportunity to take part in outdoor adventure activities that they’d never normally be able to. Activities 

range from high ropes assault courses, giant swings, climbing walls, abseiling, campfires, rifle shooting and so on. The 

PGL visit really does create memories that last a lifetime! 

The total cost for the 3 days is approximately £250 for the two-night stay at the centre. For further details, have a look 

at the PGL website or just search for PGL Caythorpe Court online.

Payment 

▪ The non-returnable deposit for the visit is £40 and must be paid via ParentPay by 1st December 2024.  If there 

is not enough interest, the deposit will be returned. 

▪ The interim payment of £55.00 must be paid by 1st February 2025. 

▪ Final payment of £155.00 must be paid by 1st July 2025 via your child’s ParentPay account.   

▪ The ParentPay account will be set up so that instalments of £10 can be paid. 

Cancellation 

In the unlikely event that you choose to cancel your child’s place on the visit, PGL’s cancellation terms are outlined 

below. These show the percentage of payment kept by PGL: 

• Cancelling 56-29 days before the visit: 60% 

• Cancelling 28-15 days before the visit: 80% 

• Cancelling 14 days or less before the visit: 100% 

Payment on ParentPay acts as consent for your child to go on this visit. Visits are organised to support children’s 

learning and so we would really appreciate your support. If we do not receive sufficient funding, the visit will 

unfortunately have to be cancelled. If your child receives pupil premium and you would like help with the cost of this 

visit, please contact school. 

If you have any questions or queries, please do not hesitate to contact either me or Mrs Day in the office who will gladly 

assist. If you would like your child to attend the visit, please pay the deposit and this will let us know the number of 

people interested.
