English  
This term we will continue to develop our knowledge of the four 
sentence types and writing in the correct tense throughout a piece 
of writing.  We shall be writing a non-chronological report about 
how to survive in the Arctic. We shall look at the story of 
Superworm and write our own version using our sock puppet to go 
on an adventure. We will be writing from our own experiences 
including Sports’ day and our skateboarding experience.. 
Throughout the term we will continue to improve our handwriting, 
making sure all letters are formed correctly and joined accurately.  
We will continue to apply the spelling rules for year 2 more 
accurately and focus on correct spelling of the Year 2 Common 
Exception Words.  

Mathematics 
Throughout this term we will be ensuring that we are 
confident with solving calculations for the four operations and 
knowing the 2, 5 and 10 times tables.  We will use this 
knowledge to answer a variety of word problems and 
mathematical investigations.  We shall learn how to tell the 
time to fifteen and then five minute intervals and look at how 
many minutes are in an hour. We will also be looking at 
statistics and how to use tally charts and pictograms. We will 
be able to read and interpret data, answering a variety of 
questions.
