Dear Parents/Carers,   

                
To support their learning about our previous project ‘Out of an egg’ and current project ‘Nature 
Detectives’, we would like to take children in Reception to Tattershall Farm Park. We will be 
exploring and feeding the animals, walking with goats, and going on nature hunt with pond dipping 
kits. The visit will take place on Thursday 2nd May. 
  
We will be leaving school at 9.15 am and returning to school by approximately 3.00pm for normal 
collection time at 3.10pm. Therefore, children will need to arrive at school by the usual time of 
8.40am.  The children will need to wear their normal school uniform. Please make sure that they 
bring a coat, packed lunch and drink to take with them. Please don’t worry about sending your child 
into school with their book bag on the day. 
  
For the price of coach hire and entry to Tattershall Farm Park, the trip will cost £10.36 per child, this 
is at a reduced rate thanks to FrOGS heavily subsidising the coach hire. Please make this payment 
by Monday 29th April via your ParentPay account. If you have any problems with ParentPay, please 
speak with Mrs Day in the office. Payment on ParentPay acts as consent for your child to go on this 
visit. Trips are organised to support children’s learning and so we would really appreciate your 
support. We know times are financially difficult for our families. If you would like help with the cost 
of this trip, please do get in touch with us.
