has done in school and familiarise yourself with adults in school. 

• Make a model of your home using a cardboard box or draw your home! 

• Share the knowledge organiser with your child. See if they can recall what village our school is in. 
 

The children thoroughly enjoy sharing the photos with their friends and this encourages lots of discussion to 
aid their communication skills. For our new parents, Tapestry is a really good way of sharing anything you do 
at home, so please feel free to do this. It’s also a good way of communicating with staff too. 
 
Our children will experience PE sessions in the hall.  We encourage the children to be as independent as 

possible when undressing and dressing for PE. It would really help if this could be encouraged at home too 

and the children have lots of practice.
