• Encourage independent eating with a knife and fork 

• Make sure they are dry during the day time. 

• Practice mark making and drawing at home 

• Encourage your child to practice writing their name  

Please continue to share your child’s experiences from home on Tapestry, especially if it’s linked to our 
project. The children thoroughly enjoy sharing the photos with their friends and this encourages lots of 
discussion to aid their communication skills.
